AOLE: Languages, Literacy and Communication - MFL (French)
	KS3
	[bookmark: _GoBack]At KS3 all classes follow the department’s scheme of learning where units of work are organised as themes and topics, one per half term.   The success criteria of the themes and topics reflects the whole school approach of Challenging, More Challenging, Most Challenging.  Specific common assessment tasks (identified as milestone tasks in the scheme of learning) in oracy, reading and writing, are completed termly by pupils and marks are recorded in markbooks on Go4Schools.  The outcomes of these assessment tasks are used to measure and track pupil progress.  The units of work incorporate the whole school cross-curricular themes previously discussed and agreed upon.  They are currently being updated to meet the requirements of the Curriculum for Wales where the focus is on the Four Purposes, What Matters statements, Progression Steps, the LNF and the DCF.  The department has also produced Creative Challenge tasks reflecting the whole school approach of Challenging, More Challenging, Most Challenging.  These are shared with pupils on class Teams.  Homework tasks are set each half term on Moodle and reflect the current themes and topics being taught.  There is a variety of tasks for pupils to complete independently here.  Homework booklets have also been developed in addition to the use of Moodle for blended learning.


	KS4
	At KS4 pupils follow the WJEC GCSE French course.  Topics are organised as themes and sub themes and teachers follow the department’s scheme of learning which is based on the WJEC course, with different sub themes being delivered each half term (or term for longer themes).    Teachers plan, resource and deliver their lessons, however, there is also considerable sharing of good practice, ideas and resources.  Specific common assessment tasks are identified for each topic and these include reading, translation and writing.  Past papers are also used effectively, Foundation in Y10 and Higher in Y11.  All pupils complete the common assessment tasks and marks are recorded in markbooks on Go4Schools with outcomes being used to measure and track pupil progress.  Homework is set weekly by teachers.


	KS5
	At KS5 students follow the WJEC AS and A Level French course.   Teachers follow the department’s scheme of learning which is based on the WJEC course and this details all topics and themes.  Teachers plan, resource and deliver their own parts of the AS and A Level course, however, there is also considerable sharing of good practice, ideas and resources.  The use of past papers is effective and is shared between teachers.  Marks for classwork tasks, homework and assessments are recorded in markbooks and on Go4Schools and are used for tracking students’ progress.  Homework is set weekly by teachers based on their individual parts of the AS and A Level course.


	Resources
	All common assessment tasks for KS3 and KS4 are available digitally in the shared staff drive together with assessment criteria, feedback stickers and progress charts.  Shared teaching resources are currently being updated and will be added to the shared staff drive in digital format when completed.  There are also photocopiable resources on all topics in hard copy on both BC and LC and the digital format of these is currently being updated.
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
