Overview 
	KS3
	At KS3, all teaching groups follow a common scheme of learning.  Units of work are organised thematically per half term.  A PPT resource is available, giving an overview of each of the tasks planned for each unit. This resource is supported by an additional folder of photocopiable resources.  There is clear evidence of differentiated tasks throughout.  Success criteria reflects the whole school approach – Challenging, More Challenging, Most Challenging. Specific common assessment (or milestone) tasks are identified in each unit.  These tasks are to be completed by each pupil and the outcomes are used to measure and track pupil progress.  Scores for these tasks are recorded in the Go4Schools mark books.  

The units of work have been designed to meet the requirements of the Curriculum for Wales, with a clear focus on the Four Purposes, What Matters statements, Progression Steps and the LNF.  The units of work also clearly meet whole school expectations, working with the cross-curricular themes previously discussed and agreed.  DCF tasks are clearly signposted – see ‘Creative Challenge’ tasks at the start of each unit. 


	KS4
	At KS4, all teaching groups follow a common scheme of learning.  Units of work are organised per half term and follow the WJEC GCSE English Language and GCSE English Literature course.  The departmental aim is to enter all pupils for GCSE English Literature, which is very much in line with the Curriculum for Wales ethos – ‘Literature for All’.  A PPT resource is available, giving an overview of each of the tasks planned for each unit. This resource is supported by an additional folder of photocopiable resources.  There is clear evidence of differentiated tasks throughout.  Specific common assessment tasks are identified in each unit.  These tasks are to be completed by each pupil and the outcomes are used to measure and track pupil progress.  Scores for these tasks are recorded in the Go4Schools mark books.  


	KS5
	At KS5, class teachers plan and resource their own schemes of learning.  However, there is a considerable central bank of shared resources on the staff drive and on Teams, for pupils to access.  Assessments are recorded each half term and Go4Schools is used to log the outcomes of those assessments and to track pupil progress.
